Personal Belongings 


A polite reminder that it is really important that all personal belongings are clearly labelled, whilst taking responsibility for belongings is encouraged things do get misplaced and this will save both time and cost.  Please ensure that children bring a full water bottle and a healthy snack, a second snack of fruit will be provided in the afternoon.  It is very important that snacks and packed lunches contain NO nuts, this includes peanut butter etc, as there are children with nut allergies in the school setting. Children are welcome to bring their mouse into school every day but we do ask that no other toys/teddies are brought into school. School bags should be a book bag similar to the one below. This helps us keep our cloakroom tidy and safe. 











PE


Class 1 will have PE on a Tuesday (with Amber Valley School Partnership). Children are therefore asked to come to school in their PE kits on these days. Year 1 will also have PE on a Thursday afternoon so will need to come into school in their PE kit on a Thursday too please.

Home Learning- Year 1


Year 1 children will be provided with weekly spellings, which are linked to what they are being taught in class. They will also have a weekly Spelling Shed game set, which is an alternative way of practising their spellings. Please refer to the class page for different ways to learn spellings, copying them out over and over again isn’t always the best way to help children retain the information. 





Year 1 Children will also be provided with a reading record, weekly reading books (aligned with individual children’s ability) and a library book. Whilst I appreciate that the children may finish their books on the first night, keeping and practising the same books over the course of a week will increase fluency and confidence. In addition to this asking questions about the book will help develop their comprehension. I will add some further support ideas to the class page. 





I cannot emphasise the importance of reading, I appreciate that family life is very busy but please try and set aside a daily reading slot, and record it in your child’s reading record. 
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Home Learning- Reception


As the term progresses and we begin teaching phonics children will bring home a sound mat and then a reading book. We will be in contact with you shortly inviting you to a parent meeting where we discuss these and how you can support your child wth these. 


EcaT- As discussed at our New Parents/Carers meeting each half term we will upload onto our class page some short activities that you can do at home linked to our learning that term, it could be listening to a song, a craft activity etc.. Please upload any evidence of this onto Class Dojo so that the children can share what they have been up to in our ECaT sessions. (These don’t need to be very fancy/well presented!)

This term we are hoping to give our outdoor area a little bit of extra love and provide the children more opportunities to be curious about their outdoor area.  We are very lucky to have lots of resources that the children love investigating and learning through play outside however if you are having a clear out and have any gardening bits that you no longer need we would be very grateful for any donations.
