EYFS Medium Term Plan Spring 2 2024

Literacy 
Phonics- We will continue with phase 3 from Letters and Sounds. We will be learning the vowel digraphs for oa, oo, ow, oi, or,  We will continue to practise reading the phase 2 and 3 words and begin looking at phase 4 tricky words.
Writing- We will begin to look at writing for a purpose and the children will write their own lists, captions and work towards sentences. We will be learning about the language used in story writing. Many of these will include spellings that are phonetically plausible and this is fine at this stage. We would encourage the children to spell the tricky words we have been reading correctly.
Reading- We will have a focus book each week linked to our theme. We will continue to look at features of a book such as the title and author as well as rhyming words and sequencing we will also be thinking about predictions and retelling a story this half term. Some key texts will be:, Oliver’s Vegtables and Supertato!  
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Physical Development
We are very lucky that we have an outside agency coming in to teach us Martial Arts this half term. The children will be taught in an age appropriate way where they will learn all about the sport. We will continue to complete our daily funky fingers activities where we work on our fine motor skills and access our outdoor provision to work on our gross motor. 
PSED 
We will be thinking all about our feelings. We will begin to name and describe our feelings and talk about how we can manage our feelings as they can have an impact on what we think/our behaviours. We will talk about who we can talk to when we feel certain ways and what we can do if we have any negative feelings. We will use the book “The Colour Monster” to help us explore this topic.
Maths
Number:
We will be thinking about how we can make pairs and the children will learn how to use counting on and back to solve addition and subtraction problems. The children will become confident with their numbers to 10 and number bonds to 10.
Shape, Space and Measure
We will begin to think about time thinking about what we could do in a minute or an hour. This will support our daily routines of singing the days of the week song and thinking about ordering the days of the week.



Communication and Language We will establish good routines for speaking and listening within the classroom and model correct grammar and new vocabulary. We will have a word of the week and display new vocabulary linked to our topic. The children will have a daily ECaT session where they can share and discuss work completed at home. We will use Makaton to support communication each day in the classroom. We also learn a weekly poem and perform this as a class.




	Understanding of the World
[bookmark: _GoBack]In History children will be considering what makes a ‘significant’ figure. They will then learn about the famous explorer Ernest Shackleton and his famous explorations of Antarctica.

Expressive Arts and Design
Children will have weekly art activities this half term linked to their focus book.  We will also be exploring making puppets and learn how to join and stick materials together safely. Children will all have a go at making out own puppets that look like an Antarctic animal. They will also have their weekly music lessons this half term around the topic “Zoo time” Where they will listen to different genres of music specifically Reggae. This is all alongside our weekly poem and nursery rhymes.

RE 
In RE we will be thinking about Easter and what religious meaning this celebration has. 
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
