EYFS Medium Term Plan Spring 1 2025
Literacy 
Phonics- We begin phase 3 phonics the children have now learnt all of the single sounds and so will beginning to learn the digraphs sh, ch, th and ng and then the first set of vowel digraphs.(digraphs are where 2 letters make one sound). We will continue to read the tricky words form phases 2 and 3 and consolidate the spelling of phase 2 words.
Writing-We will continue to segment and write CVC words and progress to the children identifying the sounds they can hear in words and selecting a grapheme to represent them. The children will begin to write sentences. Many of these will include spellings that are phonetically plausible and this is fine at this stage. We would encourage the children to spell the tricky words we have been reading correctly. 
Reading- We will have a focus book each week linked to our theme. We will continue to look at features of a book such as the title and author as well as rhyming words and sequencing. We will act out stories and retell them using various small world resources. 


Africa!
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Physical Development
This half term we will be doing gymnastics and working on our core strength. We will be practising traveling around spaces in different ways and at different heights. We will learn different jumps, rolls and balances. We will also be getting the apparatus out and having a go at carefully climbing and using our bodies to move around these. 

PSED 
Children will be thinking about how we can keep healthy with what we eat and our personal hygiene. Children will learn why it is important to have a balanced diet, and a balance of exercise and relaxation and sleep. Children will talk lots about good oral hygiene and other ways we can keep our bodies clean and healthy!
Maths
Number:
We will be consolidating our understanding of numbers to 5 by comparing and looking at the composition of the numbers 4 and 5. We will also be looking at numbers 5-10 and how we can combine numbers together to make addition sentences.
Shape, Space and Measure
We will be looking at and comparing mass and capacity and then begin to look and length and height. There will be lots of practical investigations! 



Communication and Language We will establish good routines for speaking and listening within the classroom and model correct grammar and new vocabulary. We will have a word of the week and display new vocabulary linked to our topic. The children will have a daily ECaT session where they can share and discuss work completed at home. We will use Makaton to support communication each day in the classroom. 




	Understanding of the World
We will be learning lots about Africa over the whole of Spring term! We will be talking about how Africa is different to where we live, what is similar to where we live and what is special about Africa. We will also work with our Year 1 friends to learn all about animals and the different types of animals including humans! We will be exploring how we plant seeds and what the different parts of plants are. This is all alongside our weather and season observations.


Expressive Arts and Design
Children will continue to develop their knowledge of primary and secondary colours, colour mixing and creating texture using different tools. They will explore collage skills and how to combine materials to create different effects.
RE 
Children will recognise  that different people have different beliefs about God’s form and appearance. They will explain how art can be used to express feelings towards God. We will be learning about how Christian, Muslim and Hindu people refer to God and the similarities/differences.
