SPAG- Children will be learning a range of techniques that link to our style of writing including: adverbs, fronted adverbials, apostrophes. They will also be learning their spelling rule for the week and completing work based around this. 

English- Children will be continuing their English from last half term they will be writing a diary entry. They will be putting themselves in the shoes of the main character from our book Dragon Mountain and writing a diary entry all about their adventures. After that they will be using inspiration from our book dragon mountain and writing their very own myth or legend. 

Reading- Our topic book this half term is Dragon Mountain 
Our reading for pleasure book this half term is The House at the Edge of Magic
Our poetry book this half term is Sensational 
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	History- China  
Last term as a class we looked at the geography of China including things like the economy, landmarks etc. This half term we will be focussing on the history of China. The children will learn who the Ancient Shang people were, where and when they lived, using maps and atlases to locate Shang cities. They will also learn about the role of the king, the religious beliefs and rituals of the Shang people and how oracle bones were used in divination ceremonies. The children will also examine a range of Shang artefacts and draw conclusions about what they can teach us. The unit ends with a close look at the remarkable discovery of the first intact Shang tomb which belonged to the military general and high priestess Fu Hao.

Children will be continuing their topic of fractions focussing on equivalent fractions, mixed numbers, adding and subtracting fractions before moving onto our topic of decimals where children will be looking at tenths and hundredths on a place value chart.

Children will then look at the Buddha’s teaching on suffering. The next lesson helps children learn more about Humanism and how Humanists make sense of suffering.
