Support teachers with their delivery of the curriculum through discussions and training at staff meetings. 

Teaching to be monitored through learning walks and book looks and feedback given when required. 

	Lesson plans correlating with Cycle A and B and all units completed on standardised lesson format. 

Evidence of work in books. Title page, glossary etc are being used consistently. 

Discussions with staff to gather their thoughts and opinions on the new curriculum. 

Vocabulary will be taken from the vocabulary sheet and triangulated across books, glossary and displays.  

New geography unit of our local area will be put in place as a starting unit that shows progression across school.

	Adopt a new assessment system on excel for history/ geography that supports the aims of our new curriculum. 

Ensure pre and post block assessments are completed at the end of each topic and teachers are aware of this. 

Put the excel system on teacher share so it can be accessed and updated throughout the year by all staff. 

 
	Teacher attitudes and knowledge- how confident do teachers feel with assessment. Can they accurately say where their children are working? 
 

Quality of lessons and outcomes of pupils. Are the children making better progress than before? 
Has the assessment system been consistently used throughout school? 

Do pre and post block assessments show evidence that children’s knowledge has improved?
