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This half term we will continue looking at the topic ‘Africa’ learning lots about Kenya. Please feel free to come up with some of your own ideas too- we have lots of very creative parents with fabulous ideas; but as always there is no pressure- just enjoy time with your children and sharing a special time where children’s communication is at the heart of what you are doing. 
Please continue to do daily reading to support the teaching of our Systematic Synthetic Phonics Program. Children should aim to read 3 times a week minimum with the goal of daily reading

	Writing/Reading ideas:
· Have a go at writing some words with the sounds ‘ai’ ‘ee’ ‘igh’ in. Can you find any of these words around the house?
· Draw a picture of the job you would like to have when you are a grown up and write a sentence telling us about it.
· Practice your phonics flashcards. Who will be the teacher- you or your grown up?
· Play the phonics games linked below.
· Make a den and read your book inside!
· Have a go at spelling your tricky words.
	Maths ideas: 
- Have a go at writing the numbers to 10.
- Draw a part part whole model (picture below) and have a go at making different number bonds to 10.  
- Measure different liquids in cups. Which has the most? 
-Go on a hunt around your house and find out which items are heavier/lighter.
- Ask your grownups to give you addition sentences within 10. You could use pasta as counters to help you work it out.
