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Intent
At South Wingfield Primary School, we are committed to delivering an ambitious, broad and balanced Art and Design curriculum that inspires, challenges and engages all pupils. We recognise the vital role that art plays in developing creativity, self-expression, cultural awareness, and critical thinking. Through high-quality art teaching, we intend to equip pupils with the knowledge, skills and confidence to express their ideas and to appreciate the artistic achievements of others.
Our curriculum is designed to ensure that all pupils:
· Develop their proficiency in drawing, painting, sculpture, and other art, craft and design techniques.
· Use subject-specific vocabulary to evaluate, analyse and reflect on their own work and that of significant artists, craft makers and designers.
· Understand how art and design reflect, shape and record both history and culture.
· Cultivate originality, resilience and independence in their creative choices.
We aim to ensure that all pupils, including those with SEND and disadvantaged pupils, are supported and challenged to achieve highly and make sustained progress in this subject.

Implementation
Our Art and Design curriculum is coherently planned and sequenced, ensuring that knowledge and skills are built upon year by year and across key stages. It is firmly rooted in the National Curriculum and enhanced through creative cross-curricular links, local context, and enrichment opportunities.
Curriculum Structure:
· Art is taught in discrete units across all year groups, with skills mapped to ensure clear progression in techniques, media, vocabulary and understanding.
· Each unit is underpinned by core knowledge (e.g. about artists, movements, and cultural significance) and practical outcomes that promote mastery.
· Sketchbooks are used (KS2) as a tool for experimentation, reflection and development of ideas.
In EYFS, children explore media and materials as part of their continuous provision. Through adult-led and child-initiated learning, they:
· Investigate texture, colour, pattern and form.
· Use a range of tools with increasing control.
· Express themselves through imaginative work that supports early creativity.
In Key Stage 1, pupils:
· Explore and use a variety of materials and techniques creatively.
· Learn the fundamentals of drawing, painting, sculpture and printmaking.
· Begin to explore the work of artists and express preferences and opinions.
In Key Stage 2, pupils:
· Refine and develop techniques with greater control and purpose.
· Investigate a broader range of artists, styles, and historical art movements.
· Develop the ability to critique, compare and evaluate artwork using appropriate vocabulary.
Enrichment and Inclusion:
· Whole-school ‘Big Art’ days foster collaboration, ambition and enjoyment across age groups.
· Local artists and cultural visits enhance learning and provide real-world context.
· All pupils, including those with SEND, access a fully inclusive art curriculum that is adapted as necessary to meet their needs and promote achievement.

Impact
The impact of our Art and Design curriculum is measured through:
· Ongoing formative assessment during lessons, where teachers provide immediate feedback and adapt teaching accordingly.
· Pupil outcomes, including sketchbooks, final pieces, and displayed work, demonstrating progression in knowledge, skills, and creativity.
· Pupil voice, used to evaluate engagement, enjoyment, and understanding.
· Termly curriculum reviews by subject leaders, ensuring consistency, high standards, and the identification of any gaps in learning.
By the end of each key stage, the majority of pupils are expected to achieve age-related expectations. Those who are working below will receive targeted support to ensure they make good progress from their starting points.
Pupils leave South Wingfield Primary School with a secure understanding of key artistic skills and concepts, the confidence to express themselves creatively, and an appreciation of art as a valuable and enriching part of life and learning.
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
