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Why do we teach children times tables in primary school?
1. Times tables are fundamental to many maths topics
2. Freeing up working memory allows pupils to develop their reasoning skills
3. Multiplication and division feature very highly in the KS2 SATs reasoning papers
	
How do we teach times tables?
1. Repeated addition
4 x 5 is the same as 5 + 5 + 5 + 5. 

2. Multiplication is commutative
4 x 5 is the same as 5 x 4.

3. Multiplication is the inverse of division
20 ÷ 5 = 4 can be worked out because 5 x 4 = 20.

4. Number families
4 x 5 = 20, 
5 x 4 = 20, 
20 ÷ 5 = 4, 
20 ÷ 4 = 5










At South Wingfield Primary we believe that through a variety of interactive, visual, engaging and rote learning techniques, most children can achieve the full times table knowledge by the time they enter Year 5. 

· Maths lessons take place on a daily basis across the school lasting for approximately 50-60 minutes, part of each lesson will be dedicated to a starter activity where children are given the opportunity to develop their times table knowledge and skills.
