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Intent, Implement and Impact

Intent:
At South Wingfield Primary School, our intention is to deliver a rich and relevant history curriculum in which children fully engage and develop a lifelong love of learning. This supports our WINGS value of Wonder, as we aim to ignite children’s curiosity about the past in Britain and the wider world. The carefully selected range of topics suits our children and their interests, encouraging them to explore history with a sense of awe and wonder and understand its impact on both the present and the future. This prepares them for living and working in the contemporary world, supporting our value of Grow by helping them learn from the past to improve their future.
In our history lessons, children learn to find and analyse evidence, organise information and argue a point of view – all requiring Integrity in their approach to research and interpretation. We encourage them to think critically, reflect honestly, and reach fair conclusions. Through engaging with sources such as pictures, stories, writing and real artefacts, we develop their knowledge and respect for different perspectives. We also draw upon the rich local history through educational visits, visitors, and theme days – offering nurturing, inclusive experiences that connect the past to their lived experiences today, in line with our Nurture value. Our aim is to create an ambitious and inspiring history curriculum that brings the past to life in the classroom, where every child has the opportunity to Shine.

Implementation: 
Our history curriculum has been carefully designed to foster curiosity and a love for learning about the world – reflecting our value of Wonder. Each topic is introduced through a key question, often generated by the children themselves, making learning exciting, relevant, and personal. This encourages children to be inquisitive and to take ownership of their learning journey.
Concepts and skills are thoughtfully sequenced to ensure clear progression and links between past and present learning, promoting Growth as children build and deepen their historical understanding year after year. Displays, learning walls, and visual timelines support all learners, showing our Nurture value in action by creating inclusive, structured learning environments where children feel supported.
Knowledge organisers and glossary pages help children retain key facts and vocabulary, encouraging independent learning and Integrity through the development of personal responsibility and reflection. Retrieval starters and challenge questions allow children to revisit and apply knowledge in a thoughtful, philosophical way. These approaches not only help children grow in confidence and skill but also allow them to Shine as they articulate their ideas and connect past events to the present.

Impact: 
Reflection and review are essential to children’s development as historians. We make time for pupils to think deeply about what they’ve learned, encouraging honesty and self-awareness, which ties closely to our value of Integrity. Ongoing assessment allows teachers to monitor progress and ensure that children are meeting their potential.
Glossary grids, pre- and post-assessments, and the use of national curriculum-based assessment tools help teachers to track what children know and can do, supporting continued Growth and providing opportunities for all pupils to Shine, regardless of their starting points.
