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Intent, Implement and Impact

Intent
At South Wingfield Primary School, our intention is to plan geography lessons that meet the aims of the EYFS framework and the national curriculum. Our aim is to ensure that our teaching provides a broader, deeper understanding of geography, encouraging children to develop contextual knowledge of globally significant places, as well as understanding the physical and human processes that shape our world over time.
This links directly to our WINGS value of Wonder, as we strive to ignite children's curiosity and fascination with the world and its people—an interest we hope stays with them for life. Our curriculum provides a wide range of opportunities to explore places and environments globally and locally. Through engaging in local fieldwork and place-based learning, children Nurture a connection with their surroundings and develop a sense of responsibility for the world around them.
Our lessons aim to enhance geographical vocabulary, map skills, and factual knowledge, while providing opportunities for consolidation and challenge, enabling all children to Grow academically and personally. Ultimately, we want our pupils to develop into geographers who understand the importance of our planet and are empowered to Shine through their knowledge, awareness, and global citizenship.
Implementation: 
Our geography curriculum is carefully designed to foster a love for learning and a deep curiosity about the wider world, reflecting our Wonder value. Topics are selected to ensure coverage of all continents, offering children a broad view of global geography while also making connections to their own lives and locality.
Our curriculum is built upon structured concepts and skills that allow children to Grow, with clear progression year by year and links back to previous learning. Starting each academic year with a local area study builds strong foundations and a sense of Nurture for the community, which is expanded upon in KS2 through wider regional and global study.
Autumn term units focus on developing fieldwork and map skills, helping children gain practical experience and a sense of Integrity in applying knowledge honestly and responsibly. Learning walls, vocabulary scaffolds, and visual timelines are embedded in our classrooms to ensure that all learners are supported. These tools help children build confidence and Shine by accessing and applying key facts independently.

Knowledge organisers, glossary pages, and retrieval starters help reinforce learning and build long-term memory, while challenge questions encourage philosophical and critical thinking. In this way, our geography curriculum not only builds academic understanding but also fosters thoughtful, reflective learners.
Impact: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Reflection and review are essential as children develop as geographers. We create space for pupils to assess their own learning and progress, supporting our Grow value by encouraging them to take ownership and pride in their development.
Teachers monitor progress throughout each unit using pre- and post-assessments, glossary grids, and online tracking against national curriculum statements. These tools allow for careful evaluation of how well knowledge and skills are being retained, and they offer the opportunity for all learners to Shine, whether they are working at, above, or towards expectations.
Regular book scrutinies, pupil interviews, and learning walks led by the subject leader ensure we hear the children's voices and reflect their experiences, showing our commitment to Nurture and continual improvement. This allows the curriculum to be adapted where needed, ensuring high-quality provision across the school. The monitoring of whole-school geography provision ensures clear progression, appropriate challenge, and opportunity for all children to engage deeply—living out our WINGS values in every lesson.
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
